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Supplemental information is provided to augment the information in selected chapters of Environmental Risk Assessment from a Landscape Perspective.  In particular, a number of files containing habitat suitability index models from the US Fish and Wildlife Service are offered to allow the reader the opportunity to explore details of habitat characterization methods introduced in Chapter 03.  Color figures from Chapters 10 and 14 as well as tables and additional description of methods from Chapter 14 provide depth that was beyond the scope of the printed version of the book.  Finally, an example of an integrated, holistic conceptual model is provided to illustrate important nuanced distinctions in assessing risks using nested landscape perspectives across scales of time and space that were discussed in Chapter 18 and alluded to in Chapter 08.
The following is a “read me file” pertaining to the Landscape Conceptual Model.  This model is an interactive set of diagrams constructed using Microsoft Visio®.
IF YOU HAVE MICROSOFT VISIO INSTALLED
If you have Visio installed, double click on the file “Landscape Conceptual Model – Book Version,” press F5 when the file is loaded, and follow the arrows and text directions on the first five pages.
IF YOU DO NOT HAVE MICROSOFT VISIO INSTALLED
The model can be viewed in Internet Explorer by using the VisioViewer 2007 plug-in (http://www.microsoft.com/downloads/details.aspx?FamilyID=d88e4542-b174-4198-ae31-6884e9edd524&displaylang=en).
Download and install the Viewer, then double click on the file “Landscape Conceptual Model – Book Version”, and follow the arrows and text directions on the first five pages.  The hyperlinks on each page will work just like those on a webpage (look for the link icon to appear when you place the cursor over an active go-to-page link).  Ctrl-PageUp and Ctrl-PageDown will work to page through the model without using the hyperlinks on each page.
NOTE: Some systems may encounter an ActiveX error when trying to view the file in Internet Explorer.  If this occurs, download the Windows service pack 1 (SP1) for the Visio Viewer 2007.  As well, it might be necessary to set the security option “Allow active content to run on My Computer” under the “Tools/Internet Options/Advanced/Security” tab in Internet Explorer.
